· This demo creates a basic self-hosted WCF solution using configuration files and TCP remoting

· This demo uses the interface and business object from Demo 1, but the server creates a ServiceHost  via code, as opposed to using configurations.
· You can still use the same DemoClient  from Step 6.  In other words, the DemoClient in Step 6 will work with the server from either Step 7 or Step 5.  

· Obviously, don't run the servers for step 5 and 7 at the same time

· WCFService_IISHosted  (Step 8)     
· DemoClientConsumingIISHostedService (Step 9)
· This demo shows how to create an IIS-hosted WCF Service using HTTP:
· Note!!!  If you're using IIS7 with Vista, you'll have to create an application inside IIS.  (Not a virtual directory, but an actual application)  Just point to the LearningWCF\WCFService_IISHosted folder, and call it WCFService_IISHosted
· The full URL for the service will be http://localhost/WCFService_IISHosted/service.svc?wsdl.  This is the URL you need to specify when adding a service host reference
